Reading the Prophets 
• Know  the prophet was located, to  the prophet was speaking, and 

  the prophet was speaking (Pre-exile, Exile, Post-exile) 
• God continued to call Israel & Judah back to Him, but they refused. They worshipped 

other gods and were  to the Lord.

The prophets revealed God’s judgment prior to captivity, but also provided  . 
• Isaiah 11:12 – He will raise a banner for the nations and  the exiles of Israel; 

He will assemble the scattered people of Judah from the four quarters of the earth. 
 
Exile & Life in Babylon 
• King  removed the best and brightest Israelites and integrated them into 

their own society. 
• God encouraged the Jewish people to  , work, marry, have kids (Jeremiah 29) 
• The religious freedom the Jewish people experienced, depended upon which foreign                 

was in power. 
God used the exiled Israelites to reveal Himself to  people. 

 
Persia conquering Babylon & prophecy about Persian return 

• Jeremiah 25:11-12 – 11 This whole land shall become a ruin and a waste, and these 
nations shall serve the king of Babylon seventy years. 12 Then after seventy years are 
completed, I will punish the king of Babylon and that nation, the land of the Chaldeans, for 
their iniquity, declares the Lord, making the land an everlasting waste. 

• Isaiah 44:28-45:5 –  , the Persian emperor, is predicted to overthrow the 
Babylonians and send the people back to Jerusalem---  years before Cyrus took power!!!

  details how another group of Israelites was sent back to rebuild the  and 
settle in Jerusalem. 

 
There is a  period, Biblically, of  years between the last recorded OT 
prophet and the first and only NT prophet, . 

• Persian culture gave way to Hellenistic (Greek) culture and then the Roman empire 
• Herod the Great builds the 2nd Temple
