Memory Verse of the Week: ‘He is the radiance of the glory of God and the    
  of His nature, and He upholds the universe by the word of His power.

Jesus interaction with people depended upon the position and posture of their  . 

• 1) Jesus welcomed the  and repentant with grace, mercy, and truth. 
o Least of these – Children, sick, blind, other races, demon-possessed, and women 

• 2) Jesus challenged the  and judgmental with conviction, truth, and 
righteous anger. 

o Self-righteous – Religious leaders, selfish, greedy, judgmental, and the cheat 
 

Why would such a nice man be put to  ? 
• Judea (where the Jews lived!) was under  rule and they didn’t have full freedom. 
• The Jewish people, during Jesus’ time, had their own authorities that governed and guided 

religious practice---Tetrach’s (government/civil) and  (religious). 
• Jesus created  with the Jewish religious leaders by challenging their authority, 

reducing their popularity, and potentially getting them in trouble with Rome. 
• The final straw that got Jesus put to death was raising  from the dead. 

o John 11:48 – ‘If we let Him go on like this, everyone will believe in Him, and the 
Romans will come and take away both our place and our nation.’ 

o John 11:50 – ‘…it is better for you that one man should die for the people, not 
that the whole nation should perish.’ 

o John 11:53 – ‘So from that day on they made plans to put Him to death.’ 
 

Beginning of Holy Week 
• A great crowd is following Jesus as He comes to Jerusalem for the  . The 

people have earthly hopes for a King to overthrow Rome, but Jesus sees greater purposes. 
o Luke 19:41-42 – ‘And when He drew near and saw the city, he wept over it, saying, 

“Would that you, even you, had known on this day the things that make for peace! 
But now they are hidden from your eyes.’ 

• The  (Palm Sunday) initiates Holy Week and there are deeper 
meanings behind the donkey, palms, Eastern entrance and the words shouted. 

• Jesus displays righteous anger in the Temple and wants to reform the church into a ‘house 
of  for all  .’
