CREATION 
Genesis 1:3 - The universe was created out of  (ex-nihilo) by the spoken word of God. 
Genesis 1:26-28 - Man is made in God’s  and given dominion over the Earth 

• Being made in the image of God gives us relational capacity, the ability to love, 
righteousness, holiness, and knowledge (Eph. 4:24 & Col. 3:10) 

 
Genesis 1:31 – God saw everything that He had made, and behold, it was  . 
Genesis 2:16-17 – You may surely eat of every tree of the garden, but of the tree of the 
knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall surely  . 
Genesis 2:18 – It is not good that man should be  ; I will make him a helper fit for him. 

 
FALL OF HUMANITY 
Genesis 3:1-5 - Satan uses similar methods of   and utilizes doubt and deceit.  
We need to recognize our temptation  and battle temptation with the promises of 
God and healthy boundaries. 

• James 1:13-14 – ‘But each person is tempted when he is  and enticed by his 
own desire. Then desire when it has conceived gives birth to sin, and sin when it is fully 
grown brings forth death.’ 

 
We must understand who God is and that our sin is fully paid for by the  of Jesus, 
otherwise we will live a life of shame and secrets. 

• Romans 8:1 – There is therefore now no  for those who are in 
Christ Jesus. 

 
Genesis 3:15 - God met Adam & Eve’s  with promised redemption through His Son. 
Genesis 5:3 - Sin fractured humanity and  us being fully made in God’s image. 

 
Main Point: God’s  ! He pursued us, the pinnacle of His creation, in spite of our sin.
